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PAOSA welcomed Carol Erion, its
first presenter for the 2006-2007 school year
on September 30, 2006. With a workshop
entitled, “Basic Orff”, she took participants
through basic Orff activities that would be
appropriate for both younger and older stu-
dents. From the opening activity, a harmo-
nized version of “Great Gettin’ Up Mornin’
that also served as a mixer, we were making
music, working together, and learning vari-
ous musical skills. We then used “Deedle
Deedle Dumpling” to explore phrase length
and space. Carol used gertie ball and paper
and markers to demonstrate beginning com-
position ideas and pre-standardized notation
activities.

The workshop then moved on to an
analysis of the Orff-Schulwerk volumes.

The analysis included finding a piece appro-
priate to the concept to be taught, checking
for grade-appropriate melodies and adjusting
them as necessary, making sure the text is
appropriate, and adapting instrumental parts
to fit the students’ abilities, instruments
available, and needs of the music program.
Two examples with which we worked were
“The Day is Now Over” (Volume 1, p. 19,
Murray) and “My Little Pony” (Volume 1,

pp. 14-15, Murray).

By popular demand, Carol took some
time to teach the participants the African song,
“Somangwaza”. Complete with poly rhythms
in units of twelve , it proved to be a challeng-
ing, yet musically satisfying endeavor.

Participants then created a canon as a
group to Langston Hughes’ poem, “Winter
Moon”. Following Carol’s printed guidelines,
we first agreed on a meter and then text rhythm
for the piece. We then took on the task of writ-
ing the various melodic lines and then check-
ing them for proper counterpoint. Singing the
song in harmony within a relatively short
amount of time proved how un-daunting the
task need be. Inspired by the canon-writing,
we were happy to close our day singing “A
Parting Blessing”, a canon written by Carol
Erion using the “Irish Blessing” as a text.

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Wonderful models for Orff process as well as matddr seasonal use was what participants
gained from spending time with Cyndee Giebler oh @8. Her focus throughout the day was on how to
take materials and ideas we are likely using refyuia our classrooms and extend the lessons tadiec
time for exploration and improvisation. "The Tuykeong" had everyone up and moving to traditional
American folk music. We were reminded of the intpoce of "erasing” small bits of music at a time to
help with inner hearing and phrasing. Good slaelopment!

We ushered the turkeys out and invited the piramha$en Sly Piranhasvas an excellent model
of combining a familiar chant or poem with a pietnook of a similar topic and creating games that a
sure to delight children as much as they entertirg® There was ample opportunity for drama and in
strument playing. We actually had several chateesplore the barred instruments and practicesour

prano recorder playing during the workshop.

Tips we learned:
1) Feel free to transpose pieces fromNhssic for Chil-

drenvolumes to suit the instruments you want to usg (e

transpose to G for use with soprano recorder)

2) Body percussion pieces transfer quite welladond
drums.

3) Modes are not as scary as they appear in eoryh
books. Using an alternate tonal center in thegientc
(e.g., re instead of do) creates a new and diffexgnos-
phere and provides an expanded aural experiende whi
still remaining in the pentatonic mode.

4) Haiku poems are an excellent choice for sowangdet
development and rondos.

5) The more structure you give as preparationnisr
provisation, the more likely that the students wdlve
success andlay something musical.

Overall, the day had an ex-
tremely positive feel and there were
lots of nice "final products”. | was
part of a group that developed a haiku
poem, but as far as | could tell, the
"orchestra” did not have a specific
task during that time. | was wonder-
ing how they felt during that extended
break. I'm assuming that every child
in Cyndee's class would have been
working on a poem even though that
was not the case with us.

Her examples were full of va-
riety and materials were presented
with clear teaching techniques (Orff
process). It was a fun day for every-
one!
