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PAOSA'’s January workshop was presented by R&aekmann and Martha Crowell. An Orff in
Action workshop, it featured demonstrations witbaaschool children for the first half and discussio
and active music making with chapter members &ftech. Rainer, a native of Germany who has
taught in Germany, the Netherlands, and Brazd, psofessional recorder player and musicology PhD
candidate, and came to us from his work with sttglahthe Oak Lane Day School. Martha, a chapter
member and former president, teaches lower schasiaat the Springside School in addition to
teaching recorder at various Orff Levels coursehensummer.

Rainer began the morning by taking the studgmtsigh various warm ups. Starting with the body
and then moving to warm-ups for recorder technigtigjents were quickly playing as an ensemble.
Rainer used imagery and pointed questions to elnderstanding and interest from the students. He
then led the students through playing a three-veég®n from the Llibre Vermell de Montserrat from
the 14th century. Martha then took over the grauna they practiced using their recorders to imitat
bird calls. Students first explored the recordegating their own representations of a bird cAliter a
few shared theirs with the group, Martha asked tteeoreate a forest sound-scape by starting with a
space of silence, then playing their creationsoughitee times while trying not to play at the samee
as someone else. The students then repeatedtithgyatarting with actual bird calls printed irota-
tion—practicing first, then creating the sound-scaphey sounded like a forest, which providedla fu
filling musical experience in and of itself, anda&gnts practiced truly listening to and for eadieot
leaving space between their sounds, and taking tuithout teacher direction. Impressive! In kegpi
with the bird idea, Rainer then led the studentsugh another medieval piece about a nightingale in
which students worked on tonguing and added a dimmgarmony. The final piece before the break,
"A Madre de Jhesu Christo " provided an opportutotywork on recorder techniques such as an airy
sound without closing the mouth, humming while pigy rolling the tongue while playing, flapping a
hand over the opening in the mouthpiece, and wayenited by the students.

After a short break, the students returnedayg gecorder pieces from Brazilian songs. Thd,fli®
Cravo" (the carnation), told the story of a camafiighting with a rose. Rainer used the imageosé
thorns to have the students practice staccatorgaylhe second, "Pirolito” (lollipop), provided pogr-
tunities to play in harmony, explore rhythms, anaictice working as an ensemble. For these pieces,
Martha took the lead in helping students add peroungo the recorder playing. The final piece was
"Asa Branca" (white wing), which is a baido—a wallewn dance from Northeastern Brazil. This
time students and teachers got into the actiohesftrst learned some basic dance steps whilenlist
ing to a recording of the piece. By the end ofgihecess, the piece consisted of recorders in haymo
percussion specific to the style, and movement.

After lunch, teachers had an opportunity téeitfon what they had seen. The presenters gawe th
philosophies behind why they presented what thdyadd the process through which they took the
students. They also put recorder studies in comtiethe overall Orff approach. Finally, teachkbesl
an opportunity to play a number of recorder pidoggther. It was a satisfying and inspiring way to
end the workshop.
